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Our Royal Lineage

This document will trace the royal lineage of Kenneth F. Guerin (b. 29-Oct-1965) through his paternal and maternal connections to Anne Couvent and a 
paternal connection to Jeanne Le Marchand, two French women who emigrated to Nouvelle-France from France in the 1600s.


Anne Couvent arrived in Québec with her husband, Philippe Amiot, in 1635. Anne Couvent was a person with distant aristocratic lineage through her 
connection to the de Joyeuse family.


Jeanne Le Marchand arrived in Québec City on 12-Jun-1636 aboard a ship captained by Savinien Courpon de Latour. She was among 45 passengers aboard. 
Jeanne was the 61 year old widow of Mathieu Le Neuf, Seigneur de Hérisson, when she made the journey and was accompanied by two sons and one daughter. 
One daughter, Madeleine Le Neuf, was married to a Jean LePoutrel and remained behind in France. Jeanne Le Marchand was also a person with distant 
aristocratic lineage through her connection to the de Montfort family.


To see the lineages from Kenneth to both of these women, you will need to refer to Kenneth's other genealogy document, Tracing Back.


The Story Unfolds

This information primarily came about via a link to a research web page created and maintained by John P. DuLong of Berkeley, MI (http://habitant.org). John 
was one of three founding members of the De Marle Royal Connection Research Association in 1992 and has spent quite a bit of time doing genealogy research 
on the aristocratic ancestry of Catherine de Baillon. His website also includes information related to research conducted by his associates about the other 
French-Canadian people with royal lineage.


Jeanne Le Marchand

The lineage of Jeanne Le Marchand, and her relation to the LeNeuf family through her marriage to Mathieu Le Neuf, Seigneur de Hérisson, is a story of 
mystery better told at John P. DuLong's website (http://habitant.org/leneuf/index.htm). The abridged version is that the Le Neufs arrived in Nouvelle-France 
with deep family secrets. The first was that they were Huguenots, French Protestants, and as such were not allowed to travel to or stay in Catholic Nouvelle-
France. Therefore, they had to hide their religious persuasion from the authorities.


The second secret was their noble standing. Unlike Anne Couvent and her husband whose aristocratic ancestry were distant, the LeNeufs arrived as nobility. 
Michel LeNeuf was the Seigneur du Hérisson, having received the title after his father's death, and Jacques LeNeuf was the Seigneur de La Poterie. They were 
nobles and were treated as such. Except, they were not. The LeNeufs were bourgeoisie masquerading as nobles. As nobles, in addition to the inherent prestige 
they could enjoy, they could also pay fewer taxes. Getting caught pretending to be nobility could have devastating financial and social consequences.


This knowledge has come about through much research and has been published in many articles, the most recent being Roland-Yves Gagné's "Les origines 
des familles Le Neuf et Le Gardeur," Mémoires de la Société généalogique canadienne-française:

These articles are not available on-line, but may be ordered as a single issue from La Société généalogique canadienne-française.


This document will not delve deeper into the mysteries of the Le Neuf family secrets. I refer you to the aforementioned websites, which contain very interesting 
information and sources.


All that said, Jeanne Le Marchand did have distant aristocratic lineage which this document will illustrate, as it currently exists on WikiTree.


Anne Couvent

The lineage of Anne Couvent was based on research published by Roland-Yves Gagné and Laurent Kokanosky in 2007 in their article "Les origins de Philippe 
Amiot (Hameau), de son épouse Anne Couvent et de leur neveu Toussaint Ledran," Mémoires de la Société généalogique canadienne-française 58, no. 1, issue 
251 (Spring 2007): 17-58. This article is not available on-line, but may ordered directly from La Société généalogique canadienne-française.


That said, the entire link to royal bloodlines via Anne Couvent occurs through the marriage of Charles de Longueval and Louise de Joyeuse, and the 
acceptance that François de Joyeuse is a child of Robert de Joyeuse and Marguerite de Barbançon (see: Node A/M). The lineage via the de Joyeuse line beyond 
that is well known.


François de Joyeuse does not appear in classical genealogies of the de Joyeuse family, these being the works of Père Anselme de Sainte-Marie (Le Palais de 
l'honneur (1663), Le Palais de la gloire (1664), Histoire généalogique et chronologique de la maison royale de France, et des grands officiers de la couronne 
(1674, 2 vols)) and François-Alexandre Aubert de La Chesnaye-Desbois (Dictionnaire de la noblesse, contenant les généalogies, l'histoire & la chronologie des 
familles nobles de la France, ... (1770, 15 vols). However, aforementioned research by Roland-Yves Gagné and Laurent Kokanosky supports this parentage. 
One explanation for the omission is that François de Joyeuse had been disowned by  his father, which led to his omission from the family histories. As François 
died before his father, it may have become impossible for Robert to reinstate his son, as per the legal environment of the times.

François de Joyeuse was the second son in the family and its “black sheep”. For his first marriage he rebelled against his parents’ wishes and wed a 
woman (name unknown) who was far beneath the de Joyeuse family in social class and rank. Robert de Joyeuse, a physically powerful and violent man, 
retaliated by disowning his son. Robert left François only "son nom et son épée" (“his name and his sword”). This dispute was not mentioned in 
contemporary documents. Only a discourse attested by Jean-Baptiste de Joyeuse to notary Pierre Hanonnet of Verdun (enscribed on 20 March 1733) 
mentioned how François had been ostracized by his parents.* The connection of François de Joyeuse to his parents is the genealogical linchpin for his 
and his descendants’ linkage to their extraordinary de Joyeuse and de Barbançon ancestry, as indicated in family trees RA 1 through RA 468 of Paul 
Alan Fine's published, four-volume genealogy & family history, "Their Roots Run Far and Deep". By the way: François’ second wife, Nicole 
Françoise de Beauvais, was of high pedigree and socially acceptable to François’ parents.

The final part of this Grandpré/Joyeuse section considers the ancestry of Jean Baptiste de Joyeuse, created Graf von Joyeuse (count in the kingdom of 
Bohemia) by Empress Maria Theresia in the mid-18th century, which was researched in 2007 by Roland-Yves Gagné and Laurent Kokanovsky as part 
of their investigation into the ancestry of Anne Couvent who emigrated to Quebec from France in 1636.  This branch of the family is omitted in the 
reconstructions of Caumartin, Père Anselme, and Europäische Stammtafeln, but Gagné & Kokanovsky reproduce numerous archive documents 
which confirm the existence in the later 16th/early 17th century of “Jean [I] de Joyeuse dit de Champigneulle” and his five children (shown below), one 
of whom was the maternal grandmother of Anne Couvent.  The authors supplement this information with archive documents produced by Jean 
Baptiste to the imperial authorities to confirm the nobility of his ancestry, in particular a notarial act dated 20 Mar 1733 which declares his descent 
from Robert de Joyeuse Comte de Grandpré who, according to this 1733 act, disinherited his second son François after an unequal first marriage.  The 
1733 act also records Jean [I] as François’s son by his second marriage and Jean Baptiste’s subsequent descent from Jean [I]’s supposed second son 
Pierre [I].  Problems arise when trying to reconcile the information in the 1733 act with the earlier documentation as follows:


a.   The 1733 act names “François de Joyeuse second fils de Robert de Joyeuse”, indicating that he was his father’s legitimate son.  Robert’s marriage 
contract is dated 15 Jul 1519 (see above), placing François’s birth as second son in [late 1521] at the earliest.  As noted in more detail below, the 1733 act 
also records the 31 Dec 1561 marriage contract of Jean [I], who was presumably therefore born in [1535/40].  At that time François would have been 19 
years old at most if born from his father’s marriage, which is young to have already contracted two marriages and for the birth of a son to his second 
wife.  Although a copy of the 1561 marriage contract has not been seen, indications of its authenticity are discussed below in paragraphs f. and g.  
Jean’s marriage in the early 1560s is also consistent with the estimated birth date of his second daughter Louise as shown below.  The chronological 
difficulty with François’s birth suggests some problem with the statement in the 1733 act, unless François’s first marriage was clandestine as discussed 
in paragraph c.  Other possible solutions include François being illegitimate, born several years before his father’s marriage, or Jean [I] being born 
from his father’s first marriage, although it is difficult to imagine the family of Jean’s wife (whose nobility is confirmed by Gagné & Kokanovsky) 
agreeing a marriage with someone of tainted birth.  Nevertheless, given that the 1733 act aimed to prove Jean Baptiste’s nobility, he would have had 
every incentive in concealing any illegitimacy or unequal marriage in his ancestry.  Although no earlier documentary mention of François has yet been 
found, identifying a definitive solution to this problem, or even reaching the conclusion that François never existed at all, would be premature before 
the complete text of the 1561 marriage contract has been checked especially because of the matter raised in paragraph g. below.


b.   The 1733 act says that François took the name “seignr de Champigneulle fiefs dependant du compte de Grand pré”.  The connection between 
Champigneulle [5 kilometres north-east of Grandpré and about 8 kilometres south of Buzancy, in the present-day French département of 
Ardennes, arrondissement Vouziers] and the Grandpré family is confirmed by a much earlier document: “Henri de Disquemue ou Dixmude seigneur 
d’Aure” [Hendrik van Beveren/Dixmude, see the document FLANDERS NOBILITY] swore homage to the king for “Champigneulle et Saint-Jean” 
and promised payments to Edouard [II] Comte de Grandpré, by charter dated 4 Feb 1452.  However, François’s holding a Grandpré fief appears 
inconsistent with his having been disinherited by his father, especially if it is correct (as stated in the 1733 act) that his father had later been unable to 
revoke his decision to disinherit his son (see paragraph g).  Indications that Champigneulle may in fact have been acquired by Jean [I] on his marriage 
are discussed below in paragraph e.


c.   The 1733 act says that François married firstly “contre le sentiment et la volonté de ses pere et mere une fille de tres basse extraction” and that his 
parents therefore disinherited him (leaving him only “son nom et son épée”) in favour of “Foucault de Joyeuse leur fils ainé...leur heritier seul”.  The 
1733 act adds that François’s first marriage was childless.  François is not named in Caumartin’s extract of the charter (testament) dated 20 Sep 1556 
which records Robert de Joyeuse and his wife sharing their property between their three known sons (see above for details of the document), although 
his absence would be explained if he had been disinherited.  Unfortunately, a transcription of the complete testament has not been found to check 
whether it refers to François or to the reported bequest to Jean [I] which is discussed in paragraph g.  The possibility of François’s first marriage 
having been clandestine, maybe when he was only 15 or 16 years old, cannot be excluded, the practice of such marriages only being controlled in 
Catholic Europe by a decree “Tametsi” promulgated by the Council of Trent in 1563.


d.   The 1733 act says that François married secondly “Nicolle Françoise de Beauvais fille de François de Beauvais seigr du fief d’Autruche”, by whom 
he was father of Jean [I].  The chronological difficulties with Nicole being Jean’s mother are highlighted in paragraph a. above.  Gagné & Kokanovsky, 
who do not reproduce another document naming François’s supposed second wife, note that “malheureusement l’ascendance de François de 
Beauvais...nous est inconnue”.  Pellot’s article on the Beauvais family, noted below, in which he reconstructs the family of successive seigneurs 
d’Autruche in the 16th/17th centuries, does not include François de Beauvais or any marriage between the Beauvais and Joyeuse families.  Nicole’s 
existence therefore remains as yet uncorroborated.  The existence of another branch of the Beauvais family is confirmed by Sénemaud who records the 
25 Apr 1563 marriage contract between Pierre de Maillart and “Guillemette de Beauvais dame de Landreville et d’Andevanne en partie”, daughter of 
François de Beauvais Seigneur de Landreville et d’Andevanne.  It is possible therefore that the problem with the 1733 act is its reference to 
“Autruche” and that Nicole Françoise de Beauvais belonged to a different family branch which was not studied by Pellot.


e.   The 1733 act names “Jean de Joyeuse seigr de Champigneulle”, a Grandpré fief as indicated in b. above.  There are indications that Jean [I] may 
have acquired the fief on his marriage.  Hendrik van Beveren/Dixmude (see b.) was the younger son of Isabelle de Jumelles by her first marriage (she 
married secondly Jean [III] Comte de Grandpré, older brother of Edouard [II]).  Hendrik died without issue, leaving his sister’s son Archambaud de 
Haverskerke as his heir.  Barthélemy traces Hendrik’s properties through the Haverskerke family, including certain Grandpré fiefs (from the Hans 
line, see Part D of the present chapter) but does not mention Champigneulle.  This omission suggests that Hendrik had disposed of it during his 
lifetime, maybe selling it back to the Grandpré family.  This suggestion is corroborated by Sénemaud recording Thiriette Issenard, daughter of 
Geoffroy Issenard & Béatrix de Grandpré (daughter of Gobert de Grandpré, son of Comte Edouard [II]), as dame de Champigneulle.  Jean [I] was the 
“Mr de Champigneul” and “sieur de Champigneul” in documents dated 18 Feb 1565 and 26 Dec 1573, cited below.  Although that person is unnamed, 
his identification as Jean is confirmed by the second document which refers to Sivry [Sivry-lès-Buzancy, about 2 kilometres south-east of Buzancy and 
five kilometres north-east of Champigneulle and Grandpré, département Ardennes] which Jean [I] acquired on his marriage.  Gagné & Kokanovsky 
trace Sivry back to his wife’s maternal great-grandmother Béatrix de Grandpré, mother of Thiriette.  Sivry was also therefore a Grandpré fief.  A 
reasonable possibility is that an agreement was made between the daughters of Béatrix de Grandpré, or their descendants, to share their properties, 
with Champigneulle and Sivry eventually falling to Jean [I]’s wife.  This suggestion remains unproved by documentation.


f.    The 1733 act says that Jean [I]’s marriage contract was dated 31 Dec 1561 “par devant Lallement notaire en la prevoté de Ste Manehoult”.  This 
contract has not been found.  However, Buirette’s Histoire de la ville de Sainte-Ménehould records the existence of “Jean Lallemant et Jean Sivry, 
notaires en la prévôté [de Saint-Ménehould?]”, before whom another contract was signed 25 Nov 1554.  He may have been the same person as “Jean 
Lallement (1560)”, named as one of the “Lieutenants criminels de robe courte” at Sainte-Menehould, and also named in an order dated Sep 1568 
which granted “Lettres de rémission pour Jean Lallemant, lieutenant criminel de robe courte au bailliage de Vitry, habitant de Sainte-Menehould” 
who had killed an attacker in a tavern brawl in the town.  The reference in the 1733 act to Lallemant therefore suggests that the 1561 contract was a 
genuine document, although this does not guarantee that its contents (see g.) were reported accurately in the same act.  As noted above, conclusions 
relating to Jean [I]’s ancestry inevitably remain tentative until a copy of the 1561 contract is seen.


g.   In referring to Jean [I]’s 1561 marriage contract, the 1733 act notes (in a rather clumsy sentence) that “Robert de Joyeuse compte de Grandpré son 
ayeul voyant qu’il se comportait avec honneur dans le service des armes ne pouvant revoqué ce qu il avait fait luy donna par contrat pour testament et 
lui legua la somme de mil écus d’or” and that the bequest was ratified in the marriage contract by “Foucault de Joyeuse son frere”.  This sentence 
suggests that the bequest may have been specified in Robert’s 20 Sep 1556 testament, a complete transcription of which, as noted above, has not been

seen.  It also indicates that the bequest to Jean [I] was specified in the 1561 marriage contract (copy not seen either).  The accuracy of this sentence in 
the 1733 act can only be verified on sight of the complete text of these two documents.


h.   Doubts relating to the parentage of Pierre [I], as recorded in the 1733 act, are discussed below.


Difficulties with the 1733 act are unsurprising considering that documents aimed at proving noble descent are probably the least reliable of all primary 
sources.  Information can easily be faked or simply misinterpreted, especially when, as in the present case, the period covered stretches back over 
seven generations and no living person could have had personal knowledge of the earliest supposed ancestors.  This problem is discussed in Louis 
Paris’s introduction to the 1868 publication of Caumartin’s Nobiliaire de Champagne, which reviews successive royal edicts and other measures taken 
unsuccessfully between 1484 and 1727 (including Caumartin’s own research commissioned in 1666) to control such abuse, which Paris says was 
sometimes facilitated by “l’usage passé en droit de changer à volonté de nom et d’armes, et de substituer au nom patronymique celui d’une 
seigneurie”.  The 1733 act states that Jean Baptiste based his genealogy on documents extracted from the Grandpré archives, Jean Anne Gédéon de 
Joyeuse Comte de Grandpré (see above) certifying the resulting descent.  However, this certification provides no guarantee of accuracy as the Comte 
de Grandpré is unlikely to have checked all the data himself or indeed to have had the necessary knowledge to do so effectively.


In conclusion, the question remains open.  The issues highlighted above suggest that the 1733 act should not automatically be accepted at face value, 
although parts of its text are corroborated by other documents which in particular show that Jean [I] and Jean Baptiste were “Joyeuse”.  This suggests 
a male line connection with the Joyeuse/Grandpré family as no indication has been found that one of Jean Baptiste’s ancestors adopted the name 
Joyeuse to which he was not entitled by inheritance, one of the dubious practices highlighted by Paris as indicated above.  In the case of Jean [I], his 
connection with the Joyeuse/Grandpré family seems corroborated by his daughter Louise being recorded in 1616, as noted below, at la Queue-au-
Bois, where François des Marins, first husband of Susanne de Joyeuse (daughter of Foucaud de Joyeuse Comte de Grandpré, see above) had been 
seigneur. 


Toussaint Ledran

As the aforementioned article on Anne Couvent states in its title, another person with royal lineage who emigrated to Nouvelle-France was Toussaint Ledran, 
son of Charlotte Couvent and nephew of Anne. Kenneth has no direct lineage to Toussaint Ledran. He is, however, a distant cousin.


Catherine de Baillon

Catherine de Baillon (see: http://habitant.org/baillon/index.htm) was the daughter of Alphonse de Baillon, écuyer, and Louise de Marle. She came to Nouvelle-
France as one of the Filles du Roi and married Jacques Miville dit Deschênes on 12-Nov-1669 in Québec City. While her royal lineage had been known via 
several published sources, René Jetté, John P. DuLong and Gail F. Moreau formed the De Marle Royal Connection Research Association in 1992, which was 
subsequently renamed as the Baillon Royal Connection Research Association in 1994, in order to ground Catherine's lineage on original documents.


The Association, after years of research, has been able to verify Catherine's lineage back to Charlemagne, Emperor of the western Holy Roman Empire, and 
Theodoros II Dukas Lascaris, Emperor of the eastern Byzantine Empire. Their findings are not available on-line, but are available in publications which can be 
ordered directly from La Société généalogique canadienne-française.


Based on the information and lineages published in WikiTree, Kenneth has no direct connection to Catherine de Baillon. However, she is Kenneth's 12th 
cousin, 15 times removed, both being descendants of Ermensinde de Namur, Countess of Luxembourg (1186-1247), wife of Waleran III, Duke of Limburg 
(1165-1226).


Nodes

Like the companion document, Tracing Back, this lineage goes back multiple generations. As such, a singular graphical or textual tree would be too 
cumbersome to navigate. To address this issue, lineage nodes, consisting of cells, will be defined consisting of a person at the (left-most) base cell (or root) of 
the node tree and extending four generations upward (to the right). From those end cells (or leaves), navigation to more nodes, if necessary, will be defined. At 
four generations per node, up to 31 individuals can be identified, with up to 16 end points for further extension.


To ease navigation, markers at the root and leaves (left and right edges of the node trees) will denote which node to navigate to for further reading.


Labeling Conventions

The labeling conventions used in this document will differ from the convention used in the Tracing Back document due to its different focus.


The Root Nodes

To illustrate the lineages of these two women in this one document, we will need two root nodes. They will be labeled 'A' for Anne Couvent and 'J' for Jeanne 
Le Marchand.


Ancestry Nodes

The labels for the node illustrating the immediate ancestry of these two different women will consist of their root identifier (A or J), a slash ('/') and 1 or more 
letters corresponding to one of the 16 right-most leaves, for each node travelled (A-P). For example, the first node after Anne Couvent's root node which 
corresponds to the person in the 13th leaf, will be labeled A/M. The second node after that which corresponds to the uppermost box, the 1st position, will be 
labeled A/MA.


Historical Nodes

The further back in history the tree grows, the more likely that we will find historical figures. Furthermore, it is quite possible that the two roots of these 
combined tree will overlap and connect. In order to avoid duplication and to also be able to quickly find the tree nodes of historical figures, some nodes will be 
created based on these historical figures. This nodes will simply be labeled with their name and stored alphabetically within the Historical Node section. To 
illustrate that it will be possible to navigate to these historical nodes, there will be a ▶ symbol next to their name.


Associated Information

Each node will also be named, using the name of the person at the root of each node. After the name, a year range will follow which shows the years that this 
node covers, from the earliest birth to the latest death of the people listed in the node.


Sometimes people will appear in multiple nodes due to overlapping trees and/or connections to parents via multiple children. To avoid duplication, navigation 
marks will appear directing the reader to a different cell within a different node.


Coupled with each node will be information related to the marriages between the parents as well as historical notes pertaining to persons of interest.

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Naming Conventions

The further back in history we go, the use of surnames becomes an exception rather than the norm. Most people had only their one name and were known by 
their home town. For example, Anne of Cleves. There were exceptions over time, such as the Capetian French kings and the Plantagenets of England. While 
confusing, WikiTree uses a standard first name / last name convention and persons of antiquity are given last names of their homeland to fit the format. For 
example, Anne Cleves.


As I am not a medieval scholar, I will be transcribing information from WikiTree and using Wikipedia as a confirmation source nearly as is. However, I will try 
to convert WikiTree's last name usage to the 'of' naming scheme used back then. Any errors based on any deviations are clearly my own. Mea culpa.


When organizing people's names in alphabetical order, the 'of' or its French equivalent ('de', 'du') will be ignored.


Special Markings

There are many levels of royalty and aristocracy. This document will only illustrate kings & queens, dukes and duchesses, counts and countesses. Individual 
Lords and Seigneurs will not be marked, but may be noted in the associated notes pertaining to each node. Chess icons will be used to note such royal persons 
within the nodes. For example: ♔, ♕. Different colors will be used to denote the levels of aristocratic rank.


Some persons of antiquity were canonized within the Roman Catholic Church as saints. These persons will be marked with a cross: †.


Quite a few persons of antiquity were part of the Crusades. They will be marked with crossed swords: ⚔.


Some (most) of this work is based on conjecture, as quite a bit of medieval history is. Nodes and notes which are under more conjecture than normal will be 
marked with a (?).


Titled Notes

This document is not a fully-vetted historical text. It will not contain extensive copies of other author's works to give biographies of each person of note.

• According to some sources, Ælfgifu of Shaftesbury may not have been Edmund I's legal wife. A charter dated 943 names Ælfgifu as "concubina regis" while 

another names Edmund I's second wife, Æthelflæd as "regina" (queen). However, the Oxford Dictionary of National Biography states that that she was 
buried at Shaftesbury and regarded as a saint. Ælfgifu is referred to as Edmund's wife ("coniugi") in a charter in which Æthelred the Unready confirmed 
gifts of land to Shaftesbury Abbey.
